BEE FINALS
1. Two members of this family shared the 1903 Nobel Prize in Physics with Henri Becquerel, and one of them was the first woman to be entombed in the Pantheon in Paris. That woman with this last name discovered polonium and radium. For the point, name this family of scientists that included the husband and wife, Pierre and Marie.

ANSWER: Curie
2. This country was created by Abdul-Aziz after he consolidated the Hejaz region. More recent rulers of this country include Khalid and Fahd as well as the incumbent King Abdullah. For the point, name this country in the Middle East which is home to the Middle East’s most extensive oil deposits, and the cities of Mecca and Riyadh.
ANSWER: Saudi Arabia
3. Peter Minuit purchased the land that this city would stand on with glass beads. This city, formerly known as New Amsterdam, was given up by its Dutch governor, Peter Stuyvesent to the British in the 17th century. This city’s areas include Greenwich Village and TriBeCa. For the point, name this largest city in the United States.
ANSWER: New York City
4. He’s not Karl Marx, but this man called for a socialist revolution in his April Theses, and he proposed the New Economic Policy in 1921. For the point, identify this leader of the Bolsheviks who was succeeded by Joseph Stalin as the leader of the Soviet Union.

ANSWER: Vladimir Lenin
5. This place’s inhabitants were the focus of a fictional 1930’s radio broadcast that caused panic in the USA. This place was visited in the 1970’s by the Viking mission.  Recently, it has seen the Spirit and Opportunity rovers explore it, looking for signs of water and life. For the point name this planet, named for the Roman god of war.
ANSWER: Mars
6.  A god from this religion unsuccessfully tried to retrieve his wife from Yomi, or the underworld. Torii gates flank the shrines of this religion which are dedicated to its divine spirits, or kami. For the point, name this Japanese belief system whose central figures include Izanagi and Amaterasu.

ANSWER: Shintoism
7. One leader of this country was assassinated after signing a peace treaty and was named Anwar Sadat. For the point, name this country where Hosni Mubarak was overthrown in a recent revolution, and where General al-Sisi is seeking to expand his control in Cairo.
ANSWER: Egypt
8. One side in this war was pushed back behind the Pusan Perimeter and was commanded by Douglas MacArthur. An amphibious landing took place behind enemy lines in this war which saw a dividing region created near the 38th parallel. For the point, name this war that saw a Communist invasion of the southern half of a namesake Asian peninsula.

ANSWER: Korean War

9. This program took place under the command of Leslie Groves. One man misquoted the Bhagavad Gita when he said “I am become death, destroyer of worlds” after this project.  Enrico Fermi and Robert Oppenheimer worked at sites such as Trinity and Los Alamos in, for the point, what World War II American project which had the goal of developing an atomic bomb?
ANSWER: Manhattan Project (prompt on anything mentioning creating the atomic bomb)

10. This object was located by Robert Ballard in the 1980’s with the help of the robotic device known as Alvin. It was later the focus of both a hit musical and a James Cameron directed movie, which became one of the most successful films of all time. Built in Belfast, it never made it across the Atlantic on its maiden voyage. For the point, name this ship that sank in the North Atlantic after hitting an iceberg.

ANSWER: Titanic

11. An early engagement in this war saw eleven Americans killed in friendly fire incidents, the Battle of Khafji. One general in this war was nicknamed "Stormin' Norman," and Highway 80 became the Highway of Death during this war as troops tried to escape to Basra from Kuwait. For the point, name this early 1990's conflict between an American-led coalition and Saddam Hussein's Iraq. 
ANSWER: (First) Persian Gulf War or Liberation of Kuwait or Operation Desert Storm

12. This man hid in Wartburg Castle after he was excommunicated by the pope. Present at the Diet of Worms, this man responded to Johann Tetzel’s indulgences with a document he nailed to the Wittenberg Cathedral. For the point, name this author of the 95 Theses and leader of the Protestant Reformation in Germany.
ANSWER: Martin Luther 
13. While performing one of his most famous actions, this man quoted Meander by saying “The Die is Cast.” A funeral oration which, according to Shakespeare, included the request for “Friends, Romans, Countrymen” to listen to the orator, Marc Antony, was given after this man was assassinated by members of the Roman Senate. For the point this is which Roman statesman who conquered Gaul and was assassinated on the ides of March?
ANSWER: (Gaius) Julius Caesar (prompt on just “Caesar”)
14. The Duke of Medina Sedonia led this force after a certain opponent carried out a raid on the city of Cadiz. This force was largely destroyed after a disastrous storm near Ireland and it was opposed by Sir Francis Drake. For the point, identify this fleet of ships sent by Philip II to attack England in 1588.

ANSWER: Spanish Armada 
15. This person was imprisoned by the Genoese for nearly 3 years, as they were at war with his native Venice. He detailed his travels in Il Milione (pr. eel mill-YONE-ay),  a book he wrote about traversing a certain trade road as an envoy to China. For the point, identify this European explorer who traveled across much of Asia in the 13th century. 

ANSWER: Marco Polo
16. This leader was hung upside down outside a petrol station after being shot together with his mistress. He edited a newspaper called Avanti! and allied with Germany in the Pact of Steel. He was the leader of a force known as the Blackshirts and gained power after the March on Rome. For the point, identify this Fascist leader of Italy during World War II.

ANSWER: Benito Mussolini
17.  This thinker used the analogy of wind and grass to describe the relationship between ruler and subject. He (denoted the concept of ren and his most famous follower was Mencius. Many of his teachings centered on ancestral worship and filial piety. For the point, name this Chinese philosopher who lived during the Spring and Autumn Period, the author of the Analects.

ANSWER: Confucius [or Kongfuzi; or Kongzi; or K’ung-fu-tzu]

18. Miltiades (pr. mil-TIE-uh-DEEZ) maneuvered the Antiochis and Leontis tribes at this battle. Much of the legend surrounding this battle has to do with Pheidippides (pr. fuh-DIP-uh-DEEZ), a messenger who delivered news of victory to Athens before falling dead of exhaustion. For the point, identify this battle fought roughly 42 kilometers from Athens. 

ANSWER: Battle of Marathon

19. Carlos Andres Perez, a president of this nation, was deposed due to the caracazo, who installed Rafael Caldera in his place. Caldera was replaced as president of this nation by a man who developed a political system based on Bolivarism and died in 2013. For the point, name this oil rich country in the north of South America whose capital is Caracas. 


ANSWER: Venezuela
20. The Festina Affair occurred prior to the 1998 iteration of this event. Fernando Escartin is the only remaining top three finisher from a seven-year stretch of this event where Floyd Landis used synthetic testosterone, and a cancer survivor utilized EPO. For the point, identify this cycling event in a Western European country, which was "won" seven times by cheater Lance Armstrong.

ANSWER: Tour de France

21. This country's "Inter-Services Intelligence" agency was responsible for aiding Islamic forces abroad and protecting the regime of Zia ul-Haq here. Prior to 1971, Bangladesh was a province of this country. The "father" of this country was Muhammad Ali Jinnah, and it was later led by Pervez Musharraf. For the point, name this Muslim country created during the partition of India.

ANSWER: Pakistan

22. This commodity’s “diplomacy” was used to try to force Great Britain and France to support the South during the American Civil War, leading it to be called “King”. This crop became widely grown after Eli Whitney created a device to separate the seeds from it, its namesake gin. For the point, identify this main crop grown in the American South by slaves.

ANSWER: cotton

23. The end of Part II of this work of music is traditionally enjoyed while standing. Dating to 1741, this work shows evidence of the influence of Italian opera but was written as an oratorio. Celebrating the life of Jesus, and frequently performed at Christmas and Easter, this is, for the point, what masterpiece of religious music composed by George Friedrich Handel?

ANSWER: The Messiah
24. This program’s initiatives included the process of deep plowing and the use of backyard steel furnaces. This initiative was discussed at the Lushan conference and saw the creation of People's Communes. This program came shortly after the Hundred Flowers campaign and preceded the Cultural Revolution. For the point, what oxymoronic name was given to a Chinese economic program from 1958 to 1961 that resulted in a famine that killed millions?

ANSWER: Great Leap Forward

25. These people were once led by Theodoric the Great. A different branch of these people were led by the Barbarian chief Alaric, and carried out an action that led Saint Augustine to write The City of God. For the point, name these Germanic people who sacked Rome in 410, and were divided into eastern and western branches, noted by the prefixes “ostro” and “visi”.

ANSWER: Goths (accept Ostrogoths or Visigoths)

26. This country was originally settled by people coming from thousands of miles to its east in present day Indonesia. This country has seen a drastic fall in its lemur population due to deforestation, as well as a brief World War II raid in its capital of Antananarivo. For the point, name this large island nation off the coast of Africa, and also the namesake of a recent animated film.

ANSWER: Madagascar

27. This thinker described a redirection of emotions called "transference." He argued that belief in God is a longing for the oversight of a father figure. He described projection and repression as "defense mechanisms" of the ego. His students included Otto Rank, his daughter Anna, and Carl  Jung (pr. YUNG), who broke with him over his insistence on the sexual nature of the libido. For the point, name this founder of psychoanalysis.
ANSWER: Sigmund Freud
28. The Kruger Telegram congratulated the leader of one army in these wars for his efforts. The second of these wars was ignited by the Jameson Raid, and was concluded by the Treaty of Vereeniging. For the point, identify these wars fought between the British Empire and the namesake republics in Southern Africa.

ANSWER: Boer Wars

29. This country is the most recent to adopt the euro, having done so in January 2014. Its largest city of Riga was heavily damaged in World War II. For ten points, name this country, that like its neighbors Estonia and Lithuania became independent as the Soviet Union collapsed.

ANSWER: Latvia

30. He wasn’t Russian or Soviet, but this leader served as an officer during the Rif War and began the Red Terror in response to the White Terror. This man merged the Carlist and Falange parties during a civil war in his country and was succeeded by Juan Carlos I. For the point, name this dictator of Spain from 1939 to 1975.

ANSWER: Francisco Franco
31. This nation’s Orange Democratic Movement was founded by Raila Odinga. Its first president espoused the Uhuru ideology, which means “freedom” in Swahili. It achieved independence after the Mau Mau rebellion. For the point, name this East African country whose first post-independence leader was Jomo Kenyatta, and where Barack Obama’s father was born.

ANSWER: Republic of Kenya

32. Fifteen of these were taken as spoils by the victor at the Battle of Gaugamela. One of the Diadochi received five hundred of these animals from Chandragupta. The Roman general Scipio Africanus mastered warfare against these pachyderms. For the point, identify these large animals that were used by Indian forces against Alexander the Great and also delayed Hannibal’s crossing of the Alps.

ANSWER: elephants

33. Maximillian I of Bavaria ruled during this conflict, which saw him ally with Ferdinand II of the Holy Roman Empire. This conflict featured the Bohemian and Danish phases. Count Tilly and Gustavus Adolphus were commanders in, for the point, what northern European War during the 17th century that last from 1618-1648, a period of time that also gave it its name?


ANSWER: Thirty Years’ War

34. A general of this empire named Narses bribed the Blue faction with gold before massacring thousands in the Nika riots. A famous empress of this empire documented by the scribe Procopius was named Theodora. General Belisarius led the forces of this empire in an attempt to conquer parts of the Western Roman Empire. For the point, identify this empire led by Emperor Justinian from Constantinople.

ANSWER: Byzantine Empire

35. One ruler with this surname granted indulgences for the reconstruction of St. Peter’s Basilica. Besides Clement VII and Leo X, another member of this family was the target of the Pazzi Conspiracy. For the point, give this surname of Cosimo and Lorenzo the Magnificent, a banking family that ruled during the Renaissance in Florence.

ANSWER: Medici 

36. Joshua Chamberlain and the 20th Maine made a brave stand at one location in this battle and other locations in this battle include the Peach Orchard and Devil’s Den. This battle was followed by a namesake address beginning with the lines “four score and seven years ago”. For the point, name this largest US Civil War battle from 1863. 


ANSWER: Battle of Gettysburg 
37. This leader fought during the Uruguayan Civil War and would go on to lead the Expedition of a Thousand. He helped Victor Emmanuel II gain power during the Risorgimento as the leader of the Red Shirts. For the point, name this “Hero of Two Worlds” who helped unify Italy.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Garibaldi
38. This man’s “Decree of War to the Death” permitted the killing of anyone opposed to his plans. This man issued the Cartagena Manifesto before beginning his “Admirable Campaign” against Venezuela. This man was the first president of Gran Colombia. For the point, name this liberator of South America. 


ANSWER: Simon Bolivar

39. Ed Milliband leads a party with this name that first formed government under Ramsay Macdonald. Another party with this name replaced a female prime minister before losing the 2013 Australian federal election to the rival Liberals led by Tony Abbott. For the point, give this name with socialist roots that is shared by the center-left parties of Australia and the United Kingdom.

ANSWER: Labour Party [or Australian Labor Party]

40. One member of a women’s Olympic team for this sport was initially denied a spot due to her short height at 4 feet 11 inches, but went on to win four medals in it in the 1992 and 1996 games. Timo Boll is a major European player of this sport, and all but three Olympic gold medals for its singles events have gone to China. For the point, the penhold grip is used in what indoor racquet sport alternatively known as ping pong?

ANSWER: Table Tennis [accept “ping pong” before mention]

41. This man drove away the Bonus Army from Washington D.C and he was fired as the Commander of U.S. forces during the Korean War. During World War II, he retreated to Australia after his forces were driven from the Philippines, to which he vowed to return. For the point, name this American general who became the Supreme Commander of the Allied Forces in the Southwest Pacific Area during World War II.

ANSWER: Douglas MacArthur
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
